02. All entries must have first been transmitted or published between 1st December 2013 and 1st December 2014. The CLOSING DATE for all entries is Monday 1st December.

03. By entering, all entrants must have ensured that all rights have been cleared for extracts to be shown during the Awards presentation and as part of the promotion and marketing of the Awards and on the RTS website: rts.org.uk/bristol.

04. Where entries are submitted by individuals, written permission and acknowledgment must be given by the copyright holder.

05. There is no limit to the number of entries made by an individual or organisation. Each separate entry must be accompanied by an entry fee.
BBC Bristol Entry payments: if you have RTS Bristol as an approved supplier on your system, payment for entry will be accepted on a validated Purchase order. VAT element is added later when we invoice. The purchase order is for £41.67 per entry, and needs to be with us by the entry closing date. The internal supplier code for RTS Bristol is 1095318.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

The awards are to recognise and reward excellence in the visual media within the RTS Bristol Centre’s region. For the purposes of these conditions of entry, ‘region’ shall be taken to mean broadly the editorial broadcast areas of ITV West and BBC West. Productions need not be about the region (except for the news-based categories) but must have content originated by individuals or production units based in the region.

Programmes submitted for the Bristol Centre Awards will not be eligible for awards at other RTS regional Centres though they will obviously still be eligible for relevant award schemes run on a national basis by the RTS. Productions by independent companies based in the region may be entered either by the production company or by the broadcaster.

No single programme should be submitted in more than one programme category. Secondary submissions of material to craft categories are permitted. Co-productions are eligible provided that the regionally based production criteria are satisfied. Craft Awards: Individuals should be based and/or employed within the region. Freelance or personal entries should be accompanied by an email contact address of the copyright holder.

The Judges reserve the right to move an entry from one category to another if in their opinion it has been entered in the wrong category. The RTS reserves the right to cancel any category should the numbers of entrants make it unviable. In this event, fees will be refunded.

RIGHTS AND PUBLICITY

Entrants must ensure that all rights have been cleared for the copying and showing in public of extracts during the awards presentation. In the event of a winning production being either a co-production or an independent production commissioned by a broadcaster, the award and any press/publicity should be granted to both parties and written/spoken credit shall be given to both parties.

The awards MUST be described as "RTS Bristol Centre West of England Awards". Broadcasters must NOT refer to winners as simply ‘RTS Award winning’ or similar phrase in any published or transmitted context as this confuses the regional awards with the national awards in the public’s mind. The Judges' decision is final.

11. Best Factual Entertainment Programme or Series
Award for excellence in the production of Features and Factual Entertainment Programme or Series including • Lifestyle • Entertainment • Food and Drink 

12. Best Children’s Programme or Series

Award for excellence in the production of Factual, Entertainment and Animation Programme or Series, produced for the children’s audience and broadcast during children’s airtime.
13. Best Animation

Award for the best animated Programme or Series, for broadcast on any platform. 

14. Best Short

Award for the best Short Film (no more than 20 minutes in duration).

15. Best Director

Award for Best Director or Producer of a Programme or Series, across all genres.

16. Best Cinematography
Award for best camerawork and photography; including lighting camera or camera operation, across all genres.
17. Best Sound

Award for best use of sound including sound design, recording and dubbing, across all genres.
18. Best Composer
Award for best composition of original music, across all genres.

19. Best Graphics & Visual FX

Awarded for best special effects, visual effects, animation, CGI or content graphics.
20. Best Titles, Promos and Branding
Award for best opening title sequence, moving brand identity, interstitials, music promos, idents and trails packages.

21. Best Editing
Award for best editing across all genres.

22. Best Grading

Award for best film grading and picture enhancement, across all genres.

23. ‘Flying Futures’ Talent Award (Nominated by an employer) 

This Award recognises outstanding emerging talent in any part of the behind-the-camera production process including Research, Production Management, Producing, Development, across all genres (aimed at those with no more than two years’ experience in television).

NEWS
24. Best Reporter
This award recognises strong investigative and reactive journalism.

25. Best News Coverage
An award for the best single programme or series of reports covering a news story.
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
