RTS Young Technologist of the Year Award 2014
SYNOPSIS OF JUDGING CRITERIA
The overarching criterion for this award is an ability to express insightful ideas with clarity. Remember this award winner will be asked to ‘to share this enhanced understanding with others, both within RTS and beyond’ by presenting findings in an article, a presentation or a debate format etc. in the autumn. The candidate should therefore show evidence of an ability to do so. 

A key part of the applicant’s submission will be an explanation of why they should be given the Award; this answer must not exceed 250 words.  
Question 1 - Please describe your career to date; 10 points
Needs a lucid reply, should have some description of achievements in roles rather than jargon job titles. Candidate may have come from elsewhere in technology or been in broadcasting from the outset

.
Question 2a - Describe your realistic plan for taking advantage of a visit to IBC to ‘further your knowledge and understanding of your industry’; 6 points
A realistic plan needs milestones and timelines – ‘I will have a look round and write something up’ will get a zero.

Question 2b - On what specific areas of product research or knowledge will you focus? 
4 points
Clarity re product research/understanding of new/upcoming technologies etc. 
Question 3 - Why should the panel make the award to you in particular (max 250 words); 10 points
This question is the key part of the applicant’s submission and should demonstrate how the receipt of the Award will enhance their understanding of the role of technology in television and related fields. The judges are also encouraged to allow each applicant the freedom to demonstrate in their own style the reasons why they think they should be the winner.
Reference - 10 points
Should include reference to quality of interaction with colleagues/customers/suppliers, achievements so far, and prospects for the future. 

Maximum total: 40 points
